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ANOTHER SOLDIER’S LIFE SAVED WITH AWHF KIT IN MAY 2018

On May 13, 20-year old Shamxar Petrosyan was severely injured by an Azeri sniper on the Artsakh front
line, with major wounds to the abdomen. He immediately received first aid by the combat medic in his

platoon, using an advanced AWHF “Chokatayin” kit, and was transported to Muratsan military hospital
in Yerevan, where he is now recovering.

In a public statement, the Ministry of Defense specifically credited the AWHF first aid kits, and our
newly-trained combat medic, for saving his life. We are still unable to publicly disclose the large number
of lives saved by these military-grade first-aid kits, which you have helped us supply to our forces.

During 10 days in April, triple-amputee and world arm-wrestling champion Major Sargis Stepanyan
visited communities in the U.S. to deliver his inspirational message and call for support for our defense
forces.

Thanks to your support, we are preparing our largest shipment yet, of life-saving military first aid kits.
This year, we expect to cover 100% of forces on the front lines of Artsakh, a significant portion of the
Tavush front line, and a portion of special operations personnel protecting the homeland. If you haven't
donated yet, there is time to do so now to expand our shipment and save more lives.

Additional projects for 2018 include the delivery of a full container of donated U.S. hospital equipment
to the Armenian military hospital system, to help wounded soldiers like Shamxar receive the best
medical care possible (fortunately we had just provided the hospital with a much-needed gastroscope),
and continued assistance to our wounded heroes.

AWHF delivered a $3,000 gastroscope to Muratsan Military Hospital in May 2018. Right, over 510,000 worth of
AWHF “Hatukayin” Special Operations kits already on their way to the front lines.
